Program
DIANE FLICK, COACH - LEADERSHIP &
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MOTIVATION OF WWU VOLLEYBALL TEAM

Steve Adelstein introduced our program and speaker with an
appropriate sports joke.

Diane Flick is in her eleventh year at WWU, took over coaching in
2000, and is a 5-time "Great Northwest Conference Coach of the
Year." Her presentation showed us why she is such a great coach, full
of humor and concise advice for developing a great team.

During a recent period of debriefing and reflection, Diane was
incluenced by a couple of books: Five Dysfunctions of a Team by
Patrick Lencioni (available from your local public library, call number :
658.4036 LENCIONI), and Gender and Competition: How Men &
Women Work and Play Differently by Kathy DeBoer.

Diane's old coaching philosophy was: Players will learn about
themselves and the game through the challenges of playing. After
reflection on the lessons of these two books, and a debriefing about
team losses, her new philosophy is: Players will learn about themselves
and the game through challenges on the court, and be held accountable
for their decisions and responsibilties.

In brief, the five dysfunctions discussed in the book include:
1. Absence of trust

2. Fear of conflict




3. Lack of commitment
4. Avoidance of accountability
5. Inattention to results

Many questions followed, including what is a libero? What are the
positions on a volleyball team and what do they do? Are the only
professional volleyball positions in beach volleyball?

Coach Flick saluted both her former and current WWU Presidents in
the audience, and stated that Washington is full of good volleyball
players. WWU has 14-16 players and all receive some scholarship help;
none on full ride. Her budget goal is that her players can go on the
court, play, and not have to worry about the budget. Her graduation
rate is nearly 100%.
