Program 
Our program was presented by The YWCA which has been adopted as our Major Project 
for 2006-7.  Our Club will give them $100,000 to help them remodel the main floor 
“ballroom” and the lower floor where the pool used to be.
Steve Adelstein, co-chair of the Community Projects and Development Committee, 
introduced our own Mauri Ingram, who, as her mother Kay did before her, serves on the 
YW’s board.
Mauri in a very well-prepared talk (in spite of only a week to get it done) told us how the 
Y was founded in 1907, so will be celebrating its centennial next year.  Among other early 
tasks, it met trains and ships coming to help young and older ladies find their way around 
respectably, a kind of “Traveler’s Aid Society”.  In 1914, the Larrabees funded the present 
building…it is due for an update, according to Mauri!
The YW has been a leader in helping women who are in difficulty by virtue of abuse, 
financial hardship, or a sudden situational change. Their commitment was highlighted 
when the Y donated the “Dorothy Place” property next door, where this new facility 
provides transitional housing for women in crisis situations.  One hope is that efficiencies 
in the newly-renovated facilities will allow income and cost-cutting to provide another 
caseworker; there is only one available now.
